Rose London Memorial Scholarship
Established 1998  
Qualifications/Eligibility:

1. The student applicant is on the Active Members list of Peoples Presbyterian Church, Milan, Michigan or other religious organization in the Milan Area School District.  Eligible students who are members of a Milan area Presbyterian Church will have priority over other applicants. 
2. The student applicant attends worship services on a regular basis, and demonstrates consistent and regular participation in church/religious activities during the two years prior to applying for this scholarship.  The Memorial Committee at Peoples Presbyterian Church has the sole authority to determine if the applicant is an active participant based on information provided by the applicant and verified by Leadership at the applicant’s church/religious organization.  Given the subjective nature of this requirement, the Peoples Presbyterian Church Memorial Committee will determine who qualifies for the scholarship on a case-by-case basis.  Approval by the Peoples Presbyterian Church Pastor and/or Session is not required. 

3. High School Seniors entering college or trade schools are eligible.  Adults attending college will not be eligible except those having recently attained a GED and attending college for the first time.  Any college program or trade school is payable except those that the committee deems are related to non-Christian studies (for instance, the occult).

4. The student applicant is responsible for supplying Social Security number, date the scholarship money is required, the name of the college/school and the address where the check is to be delivered.  The scholarship will be forfeited if the information is not supplied.

Distribution/Administration:

1. A minimum scholarship of $1,000 per student will be awarded to qualified applicants as determined by the Peoples Presbyterian Memorial Committee.

2. The scholarship award must be used by the student within one year from the date of the student’s high school graduation.

Applications will be reviewed by the Peoples Presbyterian Memorial Committee, which will include at least one London family member (as family desires).  Decisions of the committee are final. 
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
